Imagine what that same 
mind-set will do when applied to the fledgling 
winery’s new Poetry Inn, opening at the end of 
this month. With a rare hillside location, the 
five-room inn offers mesmerizing views of the 
vineyards stretching west toward Yountville and 
the verdant mountains beyond. Plush suites are 
done in a cozy craftsman vernacular- leather, wood, 
earth tones, fireplaces (from $575; 707-944-0646).
